ENCLOSED PORCH- A composite front door to a 
good space for coats and shoes, with a side aspect 
double-glazed window 
 
SITTING ROOM- A brilliant space measuring 15’7ft x 
15’4ft with stairs to first floor and double-glazed 
window to the rear, overlooking the rear garden and 
into the- 
 
CONSERVATORY- A great triple aspect space, 
double glazed with double doors opening out 
providing direct access to the rear garden’s raised 
decking 
 
KITCHEN- A modern fitted kitchen comprising 
shaker style wall and base units with metal handles 
and granite effect roll edge worktops; and tiled 
surround. One and a half bowl stainless steel sink with 
mixer tap and front aspect double glazed window 
above overlooking the front of the property. 4 ring 
gas hob with stainless steel chimney style cooker 
hood above and integrated double oven below. 
Space for fridge freezer, dishwasher washing 
machine. 
 
FIRST FLOOR LANDING- Hatch to loft, storage 
cupboard and doors to principal rooms 
 
BEDROOM- A good size double bedroom 
measuring 12’1ft x 8’5ft with double glazed rear 
aspect windows overlooking the rear garden, and 
built in wardrobe recess 
 
BEDROOM- A great size double room measuring 
11’5ft x 8’4ft with front aspect double glazed window 
and built in wardrobe recess

Cranmer Close is a quiet cul-de-sac located in the 
sought-after South Malling area of Lewes. A large 
recreation ground and several children’s play areas 
are just a short walk away, and the town centre is also 
within easy reach—around a 15-minute stroll (source 
Google Maps) along the picturesque River Ouse. 
 
The area boasts a local convenience shop, a 
community centre, which can be hired for events, and 
has an onsite coffee shop. The South Malling area is 
served by a regular bus service offering direct routes 
to the town centre but also Brighton and Tunbridge 
Wells.  
 
South Malling Primary School is within striking 
distance and Lewes also offers a Secondary School, 
Tertiary College and Lewes Old Grammar School.  
 
Lewes is the historic county town of East Sussex 
boasting history throughout from Lewes Castle to the 
Priory Ruins to Anne of Cleves House. It also benefits 
from several independent shops, restaurants and 
cafes. Lewes is home to the Pells outdoor swimming 
pool, leisure centre- home to many sports and clubs, 
and the Depot Cinema which offers local food and 
drink 7 days a week. 
 
Lewes further boasts a Mainline Railway Station 
offering regular, direct services to London, Brighton 
and Gatwick.
