INSIDE

You enter the property into an entrance hall which has been laid to carpet

with doors leading to all rooms and stairs to the first floor. The spacious

lounge has a window to the front aspect and has plenty of space for free

standing furniture with a set of internal doors leading into the dining room

which can fit a large table and chairs with sliding French doors leading to the

rear.

A further door leads into the kitchen / breakfast room which has been fitted

with a range of wall and base level units with cupboards and drawers under

with complimentary worktops. A further door leads into the conservatory.

From the entrance hall further doors lead to the study which has a window to

the front aspect and cloakroom. On the first floor are four well proportioned

bedrooms with an en-suite to bedroom two and a family bathroom.
