This two double bedroom terraced house – ideal
for investors or first-time buyers - is ideally
situated in the sought after area of
Maidenbower, within easy reach of Three Bridges
mainline station.

Steps lead up to a covered entrance porch and
into the entrance hall, with access to a handy
downstairs WC. At the front of the property, the
modern kitchen is fitted with an attractive range
of wall and base units, a stainless steel sink-
drainer is set in worktops beneath a window to
the front, there is an integrated oven and gas
hob with extractor above, space and plumbing
for a washing machine and dishwasher, and
space for an American-style fridge/freezer. The
kitchen is finished with part tiled walls and a tiled
floor, with space for a small breakfast bar and
chairs. The living room is bright and spacious,
with a sliding door leading out to the
conservatory, this being brick built with windows
to three sides and a door to the rear garden.
There is a wall mounted radiator and tiled
flooring, making this ideal for use as a dining
space for entertaining all year round.



Stairs from the entrance hall lead to the first-
floor landing. Bedroom one has a double built-in
wardrobe with additional storage cupboard and
window to the front. Bedroom two will also fit a
double bed or else make a fantastic study, with
two double built-in wardrobes and a pleasant
outlook over the rear garden. The re-fitted family
bathroom has a white suite comprising P-
shaped panel bath with wall mounted shower,
low level WC and wash hand basin, finished with
tiled walls.

Outside, the property benefits from two
allocated parking spaces to the front, with small
areas of garden bordering the steps to the front
door. The south-west facing rear garden has a
patio area abutting the rear of the property,
acting as an ideal seating area. The remainder is
mainly laid to lawn with a raised bed and timber
shed at the rear, and gated access within
wooden panel fencing.

This delightful starter home benefits from an
excellent location in this particularly desirable
part of Maidenbower. There is easy access to
local shops, parks and schools, while commuters
will appreciate the convenience of Three Bridges
railway station, providing direct transport links to
London and the South Coast, and nearby
motorway links.
