The Landing: The landing provides access to the first floor accommodation as well as providing access to the stairs leading to the loft conversion.

Bedroom One: A spacious double bedroom located at the front of the property, enjoying two south-facing windows which allow excellent natural light throughout the day and enhance the bright and airy feel of the
room.

Bedroom Two: A comfortable second bedroom overlooking the rear garden, ideal as a child’s bedroom, nursery, guest room or home office.
