The

property is approximately 0.7 miles walking distance

from Longwick Primary School, making it an

appealing choice for families seeking village life with

everyday conveniences close by.

Professionally decorated throughout, the home boasts a

modern fitted kitchen installed three years ago with tiled

flooring and decorative wall tiles, opening onto an open-

plan kitchen/dining room with log-burning stove and

French doors to the garden.

The ground floor also includes a snug/sitting room with

wood-effect flooring, cloakroom, and an understairs

cupboard off the entrance hall.

Upstairs, the principal bedroom benefits from a double

built-in wardrobe and a three-piece en suite shower

room, alongside two further bedrooms served by a

family bathroom. There is also an airing cupboard on

the landing housing a pump, ensuring both showers run

powerfully concurrently.

Externally, the landscaped south-facing garden offers a

sandstone patio, lawn, planted beds, and a good level of

seclusion, with gated side access. A versatile artist studio

with power, insulation, and thermostatically controlled

electric heating is located within the garden. The

property also includes a garage and driveway for two

cars.
