This impressive four-bedroom semi-detached house presents an outstanding
opportunity for families seeking a spacious and versatile home in a peaceful cul-de-sac
setting. The property is freehold and thoughtfully arranged to accommodate a variety of
lifestyles, making it ideal for both growing and established families.
On entering the home, you are greeted by a generous hallway with a glass and wood
balustrade and stairs leading up to the first floor landing, plus access to two of the
versatile bedrooms or living spaces, a shower room and a laundry room. The large front
facing room is currently utilised as a bedroom and the rear facing room as a
snug/garden room, with its uPVC double glazed French doors opening out into and
overlooking the rear garden. The shower room comprises a shower enclosure, a pedestal
wash basin and a close coupled WC, whilst the laundry room comprises modern shaker
style base and wall units, a worksurface with a ceramic one and a half bowl sink with
mixer-tap and drainer, space for a washing machine and dryer and a door opening out
into the rear garden.

The main living/dining and kitchen areas are located off the first-floor landing, which also
features a glass and timber balustrade and return staircase to the second floor, plus dual
aspect uPVC double glazed windows. The living room sits to the front of the property and
is a generous size with a uPVC double glazed window to the front, a fireplace with an
inset living flame effect gas fire and double doors that open fully to reveal a bright and
roomy dining room at the rear with a box bay uPVC double glazed window and an
archway to the kitchen. Well-appointed kitchen with an ample arrangement of base and
wall units, granite worktops, a ceramic sink with a one and a half bowl sink with mixer tap
and drainer, an integrated fridge/freezer and space for a cooker and dishwasher.  

Upstairs, the property offers three core bedrooms, each with comfortable proportions,
with one bedroom currently used as a home office, further highlighting the properties
versatile layout. All bedrooms feature uPVC double glazed windows and central heating
radiators and completing the accommodation is the family bathroom that comprises a
panelled Jacuzzi bath with shower over, a pedestal wash hand basin and a close
coupled WC.

Additional highlights include driveway parking for two vehicles and a low maintenance
rear garden with patio, an artificial lawn, mature planted borders and a summerhouse.
The property is situated within walking distance or a short drive from a range of local
amenities, including shops, schools, and leisure facilities, whilst the location also offers
excellent transport links for commuters via a direct rail line into Manchester Piccadilly.
This home combines generous accommodation, practical features, and a highly
desirable location to deliver a property that will suit a wide range of buyers. Early viewing
is highly recommended to fully appreciate the flexible layout and all that this gem of a
property has to offer.
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
