Porch: An enclosed entrance porch leading into the main house.

Entrance Hall: A welcoming entrance hall with stairs rising to the first floor and access into the sitting room.

Sitting Room: A cosy yet elegant reception room positioned to the front of the property, featuring exposed wooden floorboards, a working open fireplace with attractive tiled detailing, fitted shelving and a large
window overlooking the front garden.

Dining Room: Situated centrally within the home, the dining room offers an excellent entertaining space with exposed wooden flooring and a charming log burner set within an exposed brick fireplace, creating a
wonderful focal point. The room also benefits from useful understairs storage, built-in shelving and cupboards, while a door leads through to the staircase descending to the basement. The dining room also flows
seamlessly through to the kitchen.

Kitchen: A stylish galley kitchen fitted with contemporary navy shaker-style units complemented by solid wood worktops, recessed lighting and patterned tiled flooring. The kitchen offers excellent storage, space for
appliances and a bright modern finish throughout.

Shower Room: Recently modernised, the ground floor shower room features a large walk-in shower with glass screen, contemporary sanitaryware, heated towel rail, patterned tiled flooring and space with plumbing
for a washing machine.

Office/Occasional Bedroom: A versatile room featuring exposed ceiling beams, recessed lighting and herringbone-style flooring. Currently utilised as an additional bedroom and hobby space, the room offers
excellent flexibility for a variety of uses including a home office, gym, studio or storage area subject to requirements.
